Payments  

Students pay for their Examination Processing Fees when the drop/withdrawal period is over. All 

outstanding balances for Examination Processing Fees must be paid by the end of the final exam 

period. 

If a student takes the final exam and the Examination Processing Fee is not paid by the end of the final 

exam period, a financial hold will be placed on the student’s file. In this event, course registrations for 

the upcoming term will be cancelled and the student will not be permitted to register for or to 

continue taking courses until all outstanding payments are made. If all outstanding balances for 

Examination Processing Fees are paid during late registration, students will be able to register 

themselves for courses during late registration and continue with their studies.
